‘When communicating with others, inorde  ideniy the motios,thoughts and felings
of athrs, people tend o not only focus on the exchange of words, but alsa a person's facial
expressons and ofher nonverbal clucs, But a new study suggets that it may no be the mast
effective method.

“Social and bioloieal siences over the years have shawn peope’s desie 0 connect with
others and their skills 10 undersand emotions o intentions,” study author Michael Krus sid.
“B, i the presence of bothwill nd il peope often insceurtlysense oters emotions.”

I the study, the rescarchers examined how more than 1,800 ndividls communicated
‘with othrs. Some particpants were asked o lstn bt not lookat cach other, whi others were
asked 10 ook but not fsen. In additon, some of the particpants fstened 10 a recorded
interaction between fwo stangers tha was rad o hem by & computerized voice lacking usvol
emotional changes of human commuricaton.

On average, partcipants were able 10 undersand the emotions of ther partner more
accurtely when they just listened 1o the other person and did's focus on facal expresions.
“We find that perhaps people ar paying o0 much o the ace—the voice migh have much ofthe
content necessary fo sense ofhers ntema staes sccuraely.”

‘Although facal cxpressions can tel & fot about how someone s feling, Kraus said that
peopl re good a using acal expresios to mas hee emotors. Als, wtshing and liening
may reduce empathetc (F1461) accuray besause more informatio isn' lvays beter,and
Irying 1 do both at the same time can actally make t hrder 0 understandthe meaning behind
4 persn's vocal change and focial expression.
