(Xinhua, Beijing) — Chinese railway experts have begun talks on building a record- breaking high-speed rail that would connect Inner Mongolia in the north to Hainan in the south. According to the Shaanxi Development and Reform Commission, the planned line will operate at a speed of 350 kilometers per hour.


Beginning in Inner Mongolia’s Baotou City and running through southern Shaanxi, Hubei, Hunan, Guangxi and Guangdong, its final stop would be in Haikou city on Hainan Island, China’s southernmost province.


The planned rail is part of China’s aim to create another “Silk Road of the 21st Century” and improve the country’s transportation network while driving land development and urbanization  in some provincial areas.


Many of the provinces through which the high-speed trains will travel are near major bodies of water, such as the Yellow River in Inner Mongolia and Shaanxi Province, the Yangtze River in Hubei and the South China Sea, where the line would end. It will also take passengers to popular tourist destinations including Zhangjiajie, Xi’an, Guilin and minority （少数） areas in western Hunan and Hubei.


“The country is now changing its focus and investing in the western regions and economically underdeveloped areas, making up for China’s long debt to these areas,” Tan Yuzhi, professor of the School of Economics and Management at Hubei University for Nationalities, told local media. “The project will greatly narrow regional disparities （差异） and solve minority issues.”

Heavy rain continues to attack South Carolina after a powerful storm flooded much of the state over the weekend. Emergency workers are going door-to-door to search for anyone who may still be trapped in their homes. At least seven deaths have been reported so far.


The storm poured more than 20 inches of rain on one area of Columbia, South Carolina’s capital. Many cars ended up completely under water on flooded streets. Even weather experts said they were surprised by the amount of rain the storm poured on the state. On Sunday, Governor Nikki Haley said the storm is the kind seen only once in a thousand years.


Earlier in the week, weather experts had predicted Hurricane Joaquin to attack the East Coast, but the hurricane turned away in the Atlantic Ocean. Though the hurricane changed its way, tropical moisture （水分） from the hurricane helped boost the power of the rainstorm in the Carolinas and several neighboring states.


According to the National Weather Service, Sunday was the wettest day in the history of Columbia. The rainfall total at the Columbia Metropolitan Airport was 6.87 inches, the highest one-day level ever recorded there.


The flooding caused water main breaks that have threatened the drinking water supply for South Carolina’s capital city. Columbia officials told all 375,000 of its water customers to boil water before drinking it. Worse still, many roads and bridges across the state were washed out or under water.


One of the hardest hit areas in Columbia was near Gills Greek where a weather station recorded over 20 inches of rain over the weekend. Rescue team used boats to save the family of Jeff Whalen, whose house backed up on the stream.


Columbia residents have also been helping one another. Rautings LaMotte, 38, said he and a friend got into a small motorboat and transported several people to safety.
